Membership, Fees and Absence Policy

Membership
Membership to Corby Trampoline Club is due for renewal 1st of October of each year or on the

third training session for new members.
The membership is broken into two parts:

Standard Membership
British Gymnastics Bronze membership — 2009 - 2010 £15.00

Corby Trampoline Club membership — 2009 — 2010 £5.00

Total amount due for year 2008 - 2009 £20.00 or
Competitive Membership (for those competing at Regional Competitions)
British Gymnastics Silver membership — 2009 - 2010 £36.00

Corby Trampoline Club membership — 2009 — 2010 £5.00

Total amount due for year 2008 - 2009 £41.00

This payment is non-refundable. If you leave Corby Trampoline Club you are still a member
of British Gymnastics until the end of September. This membership can be transferred to
another Trampoline, Gymnastics or Cheer leading club

You will be required to complete a registration form each year to ensure our records and those
of BG are kept up to date. Any changes to the details on your registration form must be
submitted to the club in writing to ensure continuous insurance cover.

Fees

Session fees are currently £4.50 per session and are paid in blocks of (normally) 6 sessions
Fees are payable in advance (normally two weeks prior to the start of the next block)

New starts can 'pay as you go' for the first two weeks in order to determine whether the club is
suitable before committing to membership and block payments.

Registration forms MUST be completed at first session

On the third session the new start will be required to pay the remainder of the block and

Absence

If there is a planned absence (e.g. holiday) please make the club desk aware in advance

If three sessions are missed without notification it will be assumed that your place is no longer
required and will be offered to the next person on our waiting list

Missed sessions are non-refundable

Any illness or injuries must be reported to the Head Coach to ensure it is safe to continue
training

IlIness or injury that means your child is away for more than two weeks should be notified in
writing so that we can keep a space open and to agree a payment plan for missed sessions
Long absences due to illness or injury will require a letter from your GP confirming fitness to
return to training
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
